SHOW REGULATIONS 
 

ACCEPTANCE OF ENTRIES 
 

The Society reserves the right to accept or reject any entry 
without assigning any reason. Exhibitors entering their 
horses do so entirely at their own risk, and it is a condition of 
entry that no liability of any kind attaches itself to the Society, 
its Council Officers, Officials or Members in any respect 
whatsoever, other than the liability for refund of entry fees in 
the event of abandonment of any competition. 
 
COMBINING OF CLASSES 
 

Should special circumstances arise, the RAST reserves the 
right to combine classes, vary conditions and alter classes as 
it sees fit. The judge will also have the right to transfer entries 
from one class to the other. 
 
RULES 
 

Jumping and Pony Club events are conducted under the 
rules and regulations of the FEI, Equestrian Australia (EA) 
and Pony Club Association of Tasmania (PCAT). RAST 
Regulations also apply. 
 

EA rules apply to current EA Show Horse members. Show 
Horse Council (SHC) rules apply to SHC members.  
 

All breed/colour exhibits will be judged in accordance with the 
standards of the relevant, RAST recognised breed 
associations. 
 
MEMBERSHIP 
 

Exhibitors entering in saddle classes are not required to be 
affiliated with or be a member of any equestrian organisation. 
 

Exhibitors entering in breed/colour classes are not required 
to be current members of the relevant breed or colour 
associations. 
 
VEHICLE PASSES 
 

A restricted vehicle pass will be issued to exhibitors. A 
vehicle pass will initially admit vehicle and driver only. The 
driver will then require either a membership ticket or 
purchase a gate pass to gain re-admittance to the 
showground. 
 
PERFORMANCE 
 

Qualifying performances are NOT required for entry in the 
2011 Royal Hobart Show. 
 
MEASURING 
 

All horses entered for the Royal Hobart Show, with the 
exception of breed/colour classes, must hold a current height 
certificate issued at the RAST measuring facility. The RAST 
may require horses entered in breed/colour classes to be 
measured where heights are specified in the appropriate 
breed standards and a horse’s height is the subject of  
dispute. Height certificates must be carried and will be 
checked in relevant classes before the class commences.  

 Should a horse be found by the RAST Measurer to be over or 
under the height for the class in which it is entered, it can be 
transferred to a corresponding class in the appropriate height 
range by requesting the change at the arena office. Entry in the 
appropriate height class will not be permitted until the transfer 
has been registered at the arena office. 
 
RIDER AGE 
 

Age of rider for all classes except Pony Club is to be as at day 
of competition. For Pony Club classes, age of rider is as at 1st 
January in the year of competition. All riders in child’s mount 
classes must be under 18 years of age on day of competition.  
Riders of small ponies (12.2hh and under) are to be aged 14 
years or younger on the day of competition. 
 
PROTESTS 
 

Protests may only be made by exhibitors with exhibits in the 
class to which the protest relates. Exhibitors may enter a 
protest by lodging it in writing at the RAST Administration 
Building within three hours of the completion of the event to 
which the protest relates. Protests must be accompanied by a 
deposit of $50. The RAST Rules and Protest Committee will 
consider the protest as soon as practicable and will advise the 
exhibitor of its decision. If a protest is upheld, the deposit will 
be returned to the exhibitor. The decision of this committee is 
final. 
 
GRAND PARADE 
 

All Competitors on Thursday should take part in the Grand 
Parade. The Society makes events available for you to 
compete in and in return would appreciate your participation in 
the Grand Parade so as to make the Parade a successful 
public attraction.  
 
JUDGE'S AUTHORITY 
 

Judges may send off a horse which, in their opinion, is unfit to 
be entered in the class being judged. 
 

Exhibitors are not to approach any judge without prior approval 
from that judge’s steward, the Chief Steward or the 
Ringmaster, except as required by the judge during the 
conduct of a class. 
 
RIDING CLASSES 
 

Riders must be nominated at the time of entry. 
 
ACCEPTABLE ATTIRE 
 

Riders must be suitably attired at all times while on the arena. 
Current ASA approved helmets/hats must be worn at all times 
whilst mounted, unless specifically exempted for a class in the 
show schedule. Long boots are not to be worn by riders under 
the age of 17. Appropriate breed, handler or riding attire, 
appropriate for the class being shown, is to be worn when in 
the ring in breed/colour classes.  
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Unless otherwise stated in the show schedule, the minimum 
standard of dress is long trousers or mid-length to long skirt, 
long sleeved shirt or blouse with collar and fully enclosed 
shoes or boots. Tight skirts, low fronted tops, sport shoes, 
baseball style caps and casual clothes are not permitted. The 
decision of the stewards, as to whether or not a handler’s or 
rider’s attire is appropriate, shall be final. 
 
EXHIBIT NUMBER 
 

Exhibit numbers will be posted to exhibitors on acceptance of 
entries. Exhibit numbers will include an RAST Height 
Measurement Certificate. Every exhibit whilst in the ring or 
within a marshalling area must display its exhibit number. 
 

Ridden exhibits are to display their exhibit number either in a 
correctly fitted breast plate on the exhibit or conspicuously on 
the rider’s left arm. 
 

Led exhibits are to display their exhibit number either in a 
correctly fitted breast plate on the exhibit or conspicuously on 
the handler’s left arm or back. 
 

Driven exhibits are to display their exhibit number 
conspicuously on the rear of the vehicle. 
 
SWABBING 
 

Random swabbing may be undertaken during the show, 
conducted in accordance with RAST requirements. 
 
STALLIONS 
 

Stallions will only be allowed on to the arena if they are in the 
charge of a responsible person over 18 years of age. 
Stallions and colts two years and older must wear a bridle 
with a suitable bit and be kept under control at all times. 
 
HORSE CONTROL 
 

Any horse which in the opinion of the Chief Steward is not 
under adequate control will be sent off the arena. 
 
LEADING REIN 
 

Stallions are ineligible for leading rein. The rider is to be from 
3 to 7 years of age. The mount is to be 12.2hh or under. 
Riders in Leading Rein classes are ineligible to compete in 
any other type of ridden class. Mounts are eligible to 
compete in other classes. A snaffle bridle is to be used. The 
leading rein is to be fixed to the noseband. Reins are to go 
directly to the rider’s hands. No string or any other aids 
fastened to the saddle to keep the pony’s head in position 
are permitted. No spurs or whips. The handler may carry a 
cane. Riders should be able to rise to the trot. Clothing and 
equipment is to be similar to a Turnout but judged as a 
Smartest on Parade. Either the handler or the rider is to be a 
current member of EA or Show Horse Council. 
 
FIRST RIDDEN 
 

No spurs or whips permitted. Either the handler or rider is to 
be a current member of the EFA or Show Horse Council. 
 
JUNIOR MOUNTED TURNOUT 
 

Exhibitors who have entered this event but do not compete 
will only be eligible for a 50% refund of entry fees, subject to 
the terms of the REFUNDS regulation. 
 

The class will be judged on points, on the same scale as the 
OPEN MOUNTED TURNOUT. 

 OPEN MOUNTED TURNOUT 
 

Exhibitors who have entered this event but do not compete will 
only be eligible for a 50% refund of entry fees, subject to the 
terms of the REFUNDS regulation. 
 

Gear for the Open Mounted Turnout is to be normal hacking 
gear. Dress is to be as follows: 
 

 Current ASA approved helmet, hat or bowler hat; 
 Shirt with collar and tie or stock together with a gold tie bar; 
 Coat - navy blue or black, of wool or wool blend material; 
 Waistcoat - plain or toning check of wool or wool blend 
 material; 
 Breeches - beige, cream or banana colour, wool or wool 
 stretch with suede knee strapping; 
 Black top boots with spurs; 
 Gloves - fawn or cream with leather palms and string 
 backs; and 
 Hacking cane - plain or pigskin leather which matches the 
 saddlery. 
 

The class will be judged on points, on the following scale: 
 

 Mount: 
 conformation and soundness 50 
 manners and paces  40 
 Equipment (saddlery)  30 
 Costume  20 
 Riding Ability 30 
 General Appearance 30 
 Total 200 
 
PONY CLUB EVENTS 
 

Age of rider is as at 1st January in the year of competition. 
 

Pony Club uniforms shall be worn, including PCAT approved 
safety helmets. 
 

Snaffle bit shall be used; a drop, cavesson or hanoverian 
noseband is permitted (excluding Jumping). 
 

Scoring will be done on a 4, 2, 1, ½ basis with 1st place in 
each discipline scoring 4, 2nd place scoring 2 and so on. The 
highest placed team only of a club to get points. Clubs to share 
trophy in event of a tie. Ribbons awarded to actual 
placegetters. 
 

All members shall be bona fide members of the Club they 
represent. They must be under 25 yrs of age on 1st January in 
year of competition and must be riding a horse owned or 
leased by themselves or another member of the Club. There is 
no height limit for horses. Both horse and rider must have 
attended three working rallies of the Club in the last twelve 
months. The word Member refers to Members and Associates. 
 

Entries will only be accepted from the Clubs' District 
Commissioners. Any enquiries should be directed to the 
relevant Club’s District Commissioner. 
 

Scramble teams are eligible to compete in team events. 
 

Rider and horse names to be nominated at time of entry. 
 

Clubs may enter more than one team in the Games and Team 
riding competition, but they must nominate the team by 8.30am 
on the day, for the Charlton Shield. 
 

All Pony Club riders are to attend the Grand Parade for the 
judging of Best Presented Club. 
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PONY CLUB TEAM JUMPING 
 

Maximum starting height will be 90cm. All entries in the two 
round championships must have completed two competitions 
at table A/C at no less than 90cm during the previous 12 
months. 
 

Maximum start height for the second round will be 100 cm. 
 

For the Pony Club Team Jumping competition there will be a 
maximum of 20 entries to be nominated to the Southern 
Zone for selection at the July Zone meeting. 
 

Individual Pony Club jumping to commence after team 
jumping and fault and out relay. 
 

Rider may enter only two height classes. Riders who enter in 
the team jumping may enter fault and out relay but not 
individual jumping classes. 
 
JUMPING 
 

Order of competing will be drawn for, and jump-offs will be 
run in accordance with the FEI Article Number for each 
Class. 
 

Riders competing in Classes 1151, 1155, 1158, 1163, 1164  
are to be members of Equestrian Australia (EA) or an 
Equestrian Tasmania affiliated club such as Showjumping 
Tasmania. Horses in these events are not required to have a 
grading card. 
 

Grade Events.  Horses that have been graded will not be 
allowed to compete in any other grade event apart from the 
grade to which they belong. If owners choose to upgrade 
their horses they must apply to EA and from then on must 
remain at that grade (in accordance with EA Regulations). 
 

Young rider.  From the beginning of the calendar year in 
which they reach the age of 16, until the end of the calendar 
year in which they reach the age of 21. A young rider can 
also be a junior or open rider and are eligible for the junior 
and open rider awards depending on age (see below). 
 

Junior Rider.  All riders under age of 18 at the beginning of 
the year of competition. 
 

Open Rider.  All riders over the age of 18 at the end of the 
year of competition. 
 

All Presentations must be mounted directly after the 
conclusion of the event, with the exception of the Danny 
Randall Memorial class (see below). Performance cards 
must be presented to the judge prior to prize money being 
given out. 
 

By entering the Danny Randall Memorial class, riders and 
owners agree to attend the formal presentation at 4:30pm. 
Riders are to be mounted for the presentation. 
 

The best performed Junior and Open horse and rider 
combinations will be selected by the ground Jury. This 
presentation will be made at the commencement of the 
Jumping classes on Saturday. 
 

The total prize value published in the schedule includes the 
value of all cash and goods awarded. 
 

Dress - As per addendum to FEI rules for Jumping - Formal 
Dress 9.1 and 9.3. 
 

Head Gear - As per addendum to FEI rules for Jumping - 
9.4. 
 

Current grading cards must be carried at all times by 
horses competing in graded classes and presented to 
the judge for placings. 

 BREED/COLOUR CLASSES 
 

The exhibitor must be the legal owner or lessee of each horse 
listed by them on the entry form at the time of entry and on the 
date of showing. All horses must be registered, in the 
exhibitor’s name, with an RAST recognised association, or a 
Tasmanian based affiliate association, at the time of entry. 
 

Exhibits must be entered in the same name as that on their 
registration certificate.  
 

The Any Other Registered Breed section is for pure-bred 
exhibits only, and does not include colour registrations. Entry is 
open only to exhibits which cannot be shown in any other listed 
breed class under any other registration. Exhibitors should 
contact the RAST if at all unsure about eligibility for entry in this 
section. 
 

Registrations pending will not be accepted. Recognised 
associations for breed and colour registrations included in this 
schedule are listed below.

Exhibitors should contact the RAST if at all unsure about 
eligibility of their exhibits in Royal Hobart Show classes. 
 

All entries in breed/colour classes must be accompanied by a 
complete and legible copy of their registration certificate (both 
sides where appropriate) from an RAST recognised, relevant 
Australian breed/colour association. 
 

Foals are to be in-hand when shown. 
 

All led classes will be judged first, followed by all ridden 
classes. Led Grand Champion awards will be judged on 
completion of all led classes. The Ridden Grand Champion 
award will be judged on completion of all ridden classes.  All 
Champions are eligible for the relevant Supreme Champion 
and Grand Champion awards.

NOVICE 
 

Novices are exhibits or competitors, as is appropriate for the 
relevant class, who have not won a first place award at a 
Royal Show or a Royal National Show. 
 
REFUNDS 
 

Entry fees will not be refunded other than in exceptional 
cases and where a veterinary certificate is supplied.  A 
refund, less 25% administration fee, will be at the discretion 
of the Equestrian Committee. All applications under these 
conditions must be received at the RAST office by Tuesday 
of the week following the Royal Hobart Show.  . 
 
PLACINGS 
 

RAST ribbons will be awarded as follows, at the Judge’s 
discretion, for placings in individual classes: 1st - Blue, 2nd - 
Red, 3rd - White, 4th - Yellow, 5th - Green. 
 

All first place winners are eligible for the relevant Champion 
award within their section, unless otherwise stated in the 
class listings. The exhibit that is placed second to the 
selected Champion in its qualifying class is eligible for 
Reserve Champion. 
 
HORSE AGE 
 

The age of horses is to date from 1 August in each year. 
Every horse foaled before 1 August in any year shall be 
deemed to be one year old on that date. 
 
HORSE CLASSIFICATION 
 

Exhibits can be shown in either the Show Hunter OR the 
Show Horse section. The same exhibit cannot be entered in 
both sections. 

 PRIZE MONEY 
 

Prize money for Hacks Galloways, Large Ponies and Small 
Ponies in saddle classes is as follows: 1st - $30, 2nd - $15, 
3rd - $10. 
 

Prize money for Open Mounted Turnout: 1st - $40, 2nd - $20, 
3rd - $10.
