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Emergency Services and Police - Red Buildings on Map
The Police Building and the St John Ambulance First Aid facility is 
located at the left at the top of Showground Drive.
St John Ambulance First Aid personnel provide a roving service in 
the event that a Show visitor may need medical assistance. 

Facilities for health and comfort
The Royal Agricultural Society of Tasmania is committed to provid-
ing clean facilities for Show patrons and toilet blocks are marked on 
the ground plan. Toilet facilities are also located within and beneath 
the Main Grandstand and at each end of the Old Grandstand. 

Toilets are also located adjacent to the Defence Force Display, 
adjacent to the Showbag Pavilion and behind the Police building.

Ground safety
